

Pengelly CE Wind Ltd Community Fund
Guidance notes 
1. Fund purposes 
· To support community and voluntary organisations whose projects will benefit the residents of the Parish of St Breock and / or  Wadebridge  

2. Eligibility criteria for grants 

· Not for profit (non-commercial) organisations and groups. 

· Projects need to be for the benefit of people living in Parish of St Breock and / or  Wadebridge  

· Organisations will need to have a bank account in the organisation’s name if awarded a grant.

· Organisations will need to have (at least) one member over 18 

· Projects should either provide services or opportunities for disadvantaged people or enhance and enrich the social, community or cultural life of the area

· should represent value for money 

· must be capable of being delivered by the applicant organisation  

3. Size of grants 

· Grants up to £1,000 will be awarded to successful applicants.
· (for your information ; the total Fund value is £10,000 in 2016)

· Don’t round your costs up to £1,000 if your project really doesn’t cost this !  Please provide accurate and realistic costings that will enable your project to be delivered well.  We want to make sure that your project, if funded, has got the costs it needs to succeed  – but we are unlikely to fund projects where the costs appear exaggerated.  
4.  How to apply  

· Fill in the application form overleaf -  electronic version is  preferred but hard copy accepted if it is not possible to complete the electronic version

· Closing date ; 5 pm,  Tuesday 31st May  2016

· We will acknowledge all applications – if you have not received an acknowledgment  7 working days after submitting your application, please get in touch with me by phone (07858 489254)
· Decision on applications  will be notified as soon as possible after  20th June 2016
