guidance notes 

1) Fund purposes 

The Committee will allocate funds to charitable projects and purposes with a focus on 

· grass roots community and voluntary groups 

priority will be given to 

· local children’s groups / young people’s schemes / local youth projects/ local schools

· households in fuel poverty or at risk of fuel poverty, support projects and services  for households in or at risk of fuel poverty

· low carbon initiatives

· climate change mitigation or adaptation 

2) Eligibility criteria for grants 

· Not for profit (non-commercial) organisations and groups.  .  

· Projects need to be for the benefit of people living in at least one of the 4 eligible parishes  of  Wadebridge,  St Kew, St Mabyn and Egloshayle  

· Organisations will need to have a bank account in their name if awarded a grant.

· Organisations will need to have (at least) one member over 18 

3) Criteria used to assess applications 

· Should represent value for money 

· Should provide services or opportunities for disadvantaged  people and / or enhance the social, cultural or community life of the area 

· Must be capable of being delivered by the applicant organisation 

4) Guidance on costings  

There is in excess of  £10k available for projects in 2019. 

There is no maximum or minimum size of grants.  Having said that the Committee are keen for the funding to be spread out so as to be available to as many groups as possible.   

You are encouraged to apply giving realistic estimates of costs for your project. Don’t round your costs up if your project really doesn’t cost this !  However, do please provide accurate and realistic costings that will enable your project to be delivered well. 

The Committee will be keen to see value for money demonstrated in the applications.  We want to make sure that your project, if funded, has got the costs it needs to succeed. But, in order to make the very best use of the Fund, we are unlikely to fund projects where the costs appear exaggerated and ask for more than is really needed.   

5) If you applied for the fund in 2018 you may apply again in 2019, regardless of whether or not you were successful. 

6) In 2018 the following applicants were successful.  This should give you an  idea of the spread of projects that the committee decided to fund. 
Wadebridge and District Camera Club - £960 towards the cost of their 70th Anniversary public photography exhibition

Wadebridge Camels Rugby u-16’s - £950 towards the costs of their tour to France in 2019

Camel Community Supported Agriculture - £2000 towards the costs of their move to Treraven Farm.

Wadebridge Creative Hub - £500 towards the costs of Bikelights 2018

Time to Shine CIC - £500 towards the costs of celebrating the Mexican Day of the Dead in October 2018

St Mabyn Parish Council - £562 towards ‘seating and eating’ in the playing fields

St Mabyn School PTA - £600 for a multifunctional outdoor space

Wadebridge School - £650 for construction of a Remembrance Peace Garden

Wadebridge Churches Together - £300 for ‘Incredibles’ Holiday Club in October 2018

Wadebridge Bowls Club - £600 to buy new bowls for the juniors’ section.

St Kew Playing Field Trust - £800 for the improvement and updating of facilities

Wadebridge Carnival - £1000 towards the costs of the 2018 Carnival.
